Founded in 2006 by Amandine Beyer, the Ensemble owes its name to the Accademia degli Incogniti which is one on the most active and libertarian artistic and academic circle of the XVIIth century in Venice. From this period, the group inherited the spirit, the taste for the unknown in all its forms through the experiment of sounds, the research of repertoire but also the rediscovery of great « classics » and unknown pieces.
The Incogniti feel a real pleasure to work and perform together. They convey this passion through their twelve albums, released with Zig-Zag Territoires/Outhere Music and Harmonia Mundi labels and that received unanimous awards
After eleven years of exploration of the more or less well-known baroque repertoire (from Vivaldi’s Four Seasons to Matteis’ violin pieces), Gli Incogniti starts to show an interest for pre-classic and classic repertoire. In 2017, the Ensemble invites the fortepianist Alexei Lubimov for a programme dedicated to C.P.E. Bach’s Symphonies and Haydn’s Concertos.

The year 2018 marks the beginning of a large-scale collaboration with ROSAS, the company of the Belgium dancer Anne Teresa de Keersmaeker and the B’Rock Orchestra, on J.S. Bach’s Six Brandenburg Concertos. This programme will lead to a world tour of about forty dates in 2018-2019: Berlin, New York, Lisbon, Brussels, Paris, Luxembourg…

After tours that lead it to the Philhamronie de Paris, the Wigmore Hall of London and the Abbaye de Royaumont, Gli Incogniti will make its debuts in 2019 at the Théâtre des Champs Elysées and at the Essen Philharmonic in Germany.
Finally, after having been associated with the Théâtre des Quatre Saisons in Gradignan during four years, Gli Incogniti starts in 2018 a new residency at the Théâtre de La Coursive in La Rochelle. Since 2017, the Ensemble also organizes its own music chamber and body work Académie for young music baroque ensembles, students or young professionals.
The Ensemble is supported by the DRAC Nouvelle-Aquitaine since 2013.
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
